Entering the monastery gardens, one is transported out of time, to a place of quiet. 
The garden paths roam gracefully over ponds and lead to gazebos The tree-shaded 
patio...is lined with tables where congregants and lay people can sit and reflect. The 
church itself is a marvel of authentic antiquity, walls covered in gilded, faithful 
renderings of the saints, hand painted by a local iconographer in the strict, traditional 
Orthodox style. The grounds exude a grounding air of the handmade and the exultant.  

The Royal Eagle is built in a traditional, gorgeous Venetian style to honor the memory 
and bequest of an Italian-American church patron. Its interior is appointed in authentic 
French antique furniture and decorations. The vibe is at once cozy and lavish.  
Everything is prepared in-house by Czech-heritage chef Petr Balcarovsky, who studied 
culinary arts in Europe and is one of the St. Sabbas parishioners.
